Costs - £2k; Cllr Prater has submitted a bid to KCC for £1k towards the event

Cllr Findlay-Stone had attended a meeting at SDC and gave the following feedback:

· The torch will not stop

· Met Police are ‘looking after’ the torch bearers

· Big convoy of 30 vehicles

· Actual details to be released on 19th March after which PR and marketing – opportunity to show-case SDC as longest outdoor stretch for torch and televised worldwide and on the ‘One Show’

· Individuals will be briefed about what we can and cannot do

· Tamasin Jarrett of SDC is organising all safety aspects and needs local plans by end of March

· No budget for occasion

· KCC co-ordinating local schools – schools decide whether or not to engage – it’s the last day of term

· Spaces will be allocated to schools on the route once participants known

· Need for local areas to clean up before and after event

· LOCOG developing local programmes - important to get our event to KCC for their calendar of events
