The Budget had been set for 20011/12. Acceptance of Report and budget, proposed by Cllr N Bliss, 
seconded by Cllr R Bliss and agreed unanimously.  Cllr T Prater asked if the Enbrook Valley play area 
in the Golden Valley could be included in the transfers of the village lands. Cllr R Bliss will look into 
this. Clr R Bliss is monitoring the progress of the transfer of the Parks and Gardens and will keep 
SPC informed..

Grant towards Tourism Promotion -  it was proposed that a £1500 grant for Discover Folkestone to 
promote tourism for Sandgate should be allocated.  Proposed by Cllr. R Bliss, seconded by Cllr T 
Prater and  agreed unanimously.  It was proposed that a letter be sent from SPC to all councils in the 
Shepway area to highlight the importance of this service (Cllr T Prater to draft letter).
