Property in the Golden Valley and a shelter which was highly praised is actually a nuisance to 
some people the grid walk which we want part opened (not all because of ASBOs and kids 
coming in from other areas).  KCC are re investigating this.

Cllr J MacMillan said that 
the area behind the shops is owned by each individual shop and she will write a letter to 
Andrew Murphy asking him to write to the shop owners.
