District Councillor Joy MacMillan Update

Cllr J MacMillan confirmed that first and foremost she and her husband will be  putting the interests of the people of Sandgate first.  There were no questions from any members of the public.  The Chairman thanked Cllr J MacMillan for her report and  stated that the Parish Council fully support her.
