Phillip Saunders  - Spoke about conservation areas and that English 
Heritage would be willing to come down and lecture about it.Cllr J MacMillan 
said that a report was due out in August but she had not yet seen it, Cllr Mrs R 
Dixon suggested we wait until we had seen the report before anything was done.  
Mr Saunders said he would bring in a copy of a letter for information. 


b) 
Mr Davis  Barnes of 26 Wilberforce Road – Complained about the parking which blocked the road in Wilberforce Road especially on a Wednesday when Cleanaway came round to pick up the rubbish. He suggested that it would help if yellow lines were put in the places which blocked through traffic. Cllr Mr M Lyons suggested taking a photo when the road was blocked and Cllr Joy MacMillan suggested we contact Cleanaway to see if they have followed up the complaints from the their drivers regarding this.
Mr Barnes gave a letter to the Chairman Cllr Mr J Greenwall who agreed to follow this up. (a copy was given to Cllr R Bliss also)

Mr Ron Lewis – Complained about the fast traffic flow through Sandgate.  Cllr J Greenwall explained the future plans for the Sandgate one way system etc.  Cllr Robert Bliss suggested trying for a 20 mph speed limit and Mathew Syms the KCC Highway Manager will be contacted regarding this.

Cllr Mrs Joy 
MacMillan mentioned the lights in Military Road and Phillip Saunders 
suggested we contacted the police to ask for their advice or send them a copy of 
the letter(sent to the Highways Manager)  asking for their comments.
