Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting. A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.  There were no declarations of Interest.

Minutes of last Annual Parish Council Meeting - That the minutes of 14th May 2007, having 
been circulated were read and approved Proposed by Cllr M Fitch, seconded by Cllr R Dixon 
and agreed unanimously.

Election of a Mayor. 
Nominations were received for Cllr G Boot, proposed by Cllr J Holben and seconded by Cllr Fitch.
Nominations for Cllr. S Whiffin was proposed by Cllr R Dixon and seconded by Cllr H Marshall.

The two candidates offered to leave the room but councillors agreed that they should stay.  It was 
suggested that the Clerk chair the meeting but it was pointed out that this was not permitted under 
Standing Orders.  Cllr Boot remained in the chair.  After discussions a vote was called.  Cllrs. J 
Holben, M Fitch and S Boot voted for Cllr G Boot.  Cllr Z Varian abstained and Cllrs S Prater, R 
Dixon and H Marshall voted for Cllr S Whiffin, Cllr G Boot and Cllr S Whiffin both abstained. 
The Chairman used his casing vote and Cllr G Boot was duly elected mayor. 
Due to disruption the meeting was adjourned for 5 minutes then resumed.

Boot.   Cllr Whiffin was proposed by Cllr H Marshall and seconded by Cllr R Dixon.  A vote was 
called.  Cllrs G Boot and S Boot voted for Cllr Holben, Cllr Holben abstained and Cllrs. M Fitch,  
H Marshall, Dixon and Prater voted in favour of Cllr Whiffin.  Cllr Whiffin was duly elected 
deputy mayor.
