Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Chairman’s Correspondence

Newsletter - It was proposed the Committee for the Newsletter would be Chairman Cllr J 
Holben and Cllrs G Boot, Z Varian and N Mounteney would be on the committee.

Proposed by Cllr G Boot, 2nd by Cllr S Boot and agree unanimously.

£2000 had been budgeted for the Newsletter.

It was agreed to be issued twice yearly and to be 8 - A4 pages.

Sandgate Printers will be approached regarding printing.


Cllr Z Varian would enquire about advertising and ask the local newsagents regarding delivery.

A notice would be put in the notice boards asking for input from residents of Sandgate. Councillor’s 
input and suggestions was requested by 21st September 2007 and it would then be discussed at the 
next Parish Meeting in October.

Pedestrian Crossing (Sandgate Esplanade) It was agreed this be deferred until and next Parish 
Meeting. Chairman G Boot will write to East Kent Highways regarding this.

Bylaws - Chairman G Boot informed the council that bylaws could be passed, these needed to be 
agreed 
and enforced by the police. We should also be aware that there is a review taking 
place at 
government level over local bylaws and that the recommendation may be superseded by other 
legislation in which case if we pass any bylaws at present we may find they are short lived.  It was 
decided this would be 
discuss by the Environmental Committee at a later date.

New Coat of Arms - Chairman G Boot has applied for a grant from KCC - £3000 towards a coat of
Coat of Arms for Sandgate. After discussion it was proposed this be deferred to give the council 
more 
time to consider this.
