Litter bins update    (GB/sw) Cllr S Whiffin informed the council the litter bins were now in 
position and Shepway District Council were emptying them.

Public toilets update   ( SW)  Cllr S Whiffin informed the council there was no problem regarding 
the opening times of the toilets..

Communal land transfer progress    (GB) Cllr G Boot informed the Council negotiations were 
progressing and he also had a meeting in the near future regarding the Garden Charity.

Gurkha Freedom of Sandgate  (GB) Cllr G Boot informed the Council that arrangements were 
progressing well although there were still Highway matters to clarify and a meeting was planned 
next week.  Cllr Bliss of Kent County Council has indicated that he may be able to make a grant 
of £1000 towards the cost of the formal scroll etc.
