Declarations of Interest  - Cllr S Whiffin declared an interest - agenda  item 15 Brewers Hill.
Councillors present should disclose personal interests in any item on this agenda.  A councillor with a personal interest must describe and give details of the interest. Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.

A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Esplanade.   3 Cycling on public footpaths/pavements - area to be concentrated on being Sandgate 
High Street from Coastguard Cottages, East to the top of Sandgate Hill.

Risk Assessment - (Cllr J Holben arrived 7.45pm so this item was deferred for her arrival) Cllr J Holben has now finished 
the risk assessment forms and will be emailing all councillors regarding allocation and responsibility.

Sandgate Heritage Trust Cllr R Dixon had received a letter from Mr Hudson regarding support

maintaining the Old Fire Station.   This item was deferred until a meeting between the Sandgate Soc and 
Heritage Trust had taken place.

Parish Plan and Design Statement - Cllr J Holben informed the council she had set up a website 
for this.  A Wild Life and Open Spaces meeting had taken place and the next meeting would be on 14th 
March 2008.
