There was a presentation by Shepway District Council regarding the Sandgate conservation Area appraisal.  Cllr G Boot to follow up with correspondence on lengthening the consultation period.

The Chairman G Boot opened the meeting at 7 45pm. There were approx 40 members of the public in attendance.

Declarations of Interest - Cllrs S Boot and G Boot declared an interest in Agenda Item 11.
Councillors present should disclose personal interests in any item on this agenda.  A councillor with a personal interest must describe and give details of the interest. Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.

A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Minutes of last meetings for approval and signed by the Chairman - proposed by Cllr M 
Fitch, seconded by Cllr Z Varian and agreed unanimously.

Chairman’s Opening Remarks - The Chairman congratulate Cllr N Bliss nee Mounteney on her 
recent 
marriage and change of name to Bliss.

Chairman’s Correspondence - The Chairman's correspondence was read and noted. - after discussion the council voted that the damaged bin on the seafront should be replaced by Sandgate Council and then charged to Shepway District Council.  Proposed by Cllr S Boot, seconded by Cllr Z Varian and agreed unanimously.

Resignation of Vice Chairman - The Vice Chairman Cllr S Whiffin resigned from office due to ill health.  The Chairman Cllr G Boot and other Council members thanked Cllr S Whiffin for his past service.  The Council then voted Cllr J Holben as the new vice chairman - proposed by Cllr N Bliss, seconded by M Fitch and agreed unanimously.

Chichester Hall Update - A meeting had taken place.  The Old Trust members had been informed but had not attended.  The new trustees planned to get things up and running (accounts, insurance etc) then hold an AGM in May or June to elect new trust members.

Library Update - KCC have done a survey regarding new opening hours which will be decided shortly.

Community land update Cllr G Boot will be meeting with S Holly on 24th October regarding terms and conditions and councillors will be updated at the main parish meeting.

Christmas Lights £1500 is to be donated for Christmas lights in Sandgate and Golden Valley areas.  A letter to the Sandgate Soc requesting money left over from last year’s donations for Christmas lights to be sent by the clerk.

Notice boards  it was proposed the notice boards can be ordered at a cost of £2000 including delivery.  Proposed by Cllr N Bliss, seconded by Cllr J Holben and agreed unanimously.

Parish Plan and Design Statement a meeting will take place on 30 October at 7pm in the Chichester Hall.   Members from other areas such as Rural Kent will attend and hopefully steering groups will be set up from the residents attending.

Village insignia Cllr G Boot will go ahead and organise the new insignia (which will be the B sign) which was voted on by the people of Sandgate re the last newsletter’s request. Proposed by Cllr N Bliss, seconded by Cllr. J Holben and agreed unanimously.

Sir John Moore Commemorative Event Cllr J Holben had sent out a local survey for ideas regarding this event which will be circulated at a later date.  Cllr N Bliss will approach the Sea Festival Committee regarding the July part of the event.  Cllr G Boot has already written to the Spanish Embassy.  Cllr Z Varian - is looking into updating the pamphlet on Sir John Moore.

Daffodil Planting/Planters Cllr J Holben estimated that the shape of 200 in daffodil on the entrance to Sandgate from Seabrook would require the purchase of approximately 2400 daffodils and would cost £400 maximum.  Proposed by Cllr J Holben, seconded by Cllr S Boot and agreed unanimously.

Environment Committee Parking Public Consultation Cllr Z Varian said this went well and was well attended.  Two Officers from Shepway District Council attended and took many complaints and ideas back to research.

On Road Car Parking Charges - Sandgate Because of recent developments in Folkestone regarding permits etc. Cllr S Whiffin wanted to make sure Sandgate Council was aware of these.

Environment committee report   - Cllr Z Varian, Chairman of the Environment Committee 
reported back on the meeting held on 7th October 2008.

Cllr Z Varian asked the council to vote on creating beach bylaws for a 24 hour restriction for 
camping and bonfires on the beach.


Proposed by Cllr N Bliss, seconded by Cllr S Whiffin and agreed unanimously.

Youth and Recreation - Cllr J Holben gave a brief update saying a project for a film by the 
youths of Sandgate was in the process of being made.  The Big Draw in the Library had been a 
success and there was an Arts and Craft Day planned for 27th Oct (half term)

Wild Life and Open Spaces - in November the daffodils will be planted and permission was 
awaited for the planting of the trees.  Litter Picks would start again in Spring of next year.  The 
old notices boards are to be refurbished and used on the walkways with maps, information etc. do 
be displayed.

Finance Committee report -    The Chairman of the Finance Committee gave an update on the 
ongoing financial situation and also circulated a draft budget for the coming year.    The 
chairmen of various committees were invited to submit proposals for spending to the Chairman of 
the Finance Committee before final preparation of the precept in December.  It was proposed by 
Cllr Holben that the report be accepted.  Seconded by Cllr M Fitch and agreed 
unanimously.
