Apologies for absence from Cllr J Holben and Vice Chairman Cllr S Whiffin.

Declarations of Interest - Cllr G and S Boot declared an interest in Item 11.
Councillors present should disclose personal interests in any item on this agenda.  A councillor with a personal interest must describe and give details of the interest. Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.

A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Minutes of last meetings for approval - That the minutes of 1st July 2008, having been 
circulated, were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman proposed by

Chairman’s Opening Remarks - mentioned was the Chichester Hall, Village of the Year and 
Sea Festival, litter picks, community assets and community involvement in planning matters.  A 
wine and music festival involving France and Folkestone was being researched

Chairman’s Correspondence - The Chairman's correspondence was read and noted.

Library key holders   — Cllr M Fitch agreed to be a key holder (for emergencies only)but this 
will have to be agreed by the library first.  Proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr S Boot and 
agreed unanimously.

Folkestone Park Charity   —   appointed as a nominee to the Trust was Cllr G Boot, with Cllr Z 
Varian as his understudy. Proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr N Mounteney and agreed 
unanimously

Standing Orders - a copy of the Standing Orders was ready for councillors to collect.

Community land acquisition update. Progress was slow due to staffing shortages at 
Shepway District Council.  A meeting between Cllr G Boot, Cllr Z Varian and S Holly SDC has 
been arranged which will be reported back at a future council meeting.

Chichester Hall update new trustees had now been appointed and a meeting is to be arranged in the 
very near future to appoint committee members.

Notice boards    —   Types of notice boards was agreed on and quotations for erecting same were 
discussed; Cllr J Hartman-Jemmett will draft a letter regarding a method statement to be sent out 
to all quotees.  It was proposed that if all three proved suitable the clerk would go for the cheapest 
quote.  Proposed by Cllr R Dixon, seconded by Cllr Z Varian and agree unanimously.

Parish Plan & Design Statement - Due to Cllr S Whiffin’s illness progress had been slow. Cllr J 
Holben is to arranged a Power Point presentation for the public and dates for the meeting would 
be circulated to other involved and Shepway District Council, suggestions were Monday 13th 
October, Tuesday 28th October and Thursday 30th October.  

Cllr H Marsh estimated it would be about 2hrs, ½ hour for the presentation and 1½ hrs discussion.

Beach: Introduction of Bye-Laws (ZV) Cllr Z Varian proposed that the council requested SDC 
to extend the area for dogs to be kept on a lead on the maintenance gangway.  Proposed by Cllr Z 
Varian 2nd by Cllr H Marshall  Votes 5 for (4 plus 1 Chairman’s casting)   and 4 against.  Carried 
by 5 votes to 4

Environment committee report   - Cllr Z Varian, Chairman of the Environment Committee 
reported back on the Committee Meeting held at 1st September 2008. Cllr Z Varian proposed that 
at the beginning of the next Environment meeting on 7th October the committee takes questions 
from the public on items such as parking, yellow lines etc in Sandgate.


Proposed report accepted Cllr N Mounteney, seconded Cllr S Prater and agreed unanimously.

Finance Committee report -     Item 16:   A donation had been requested from Victim Support.  
This was not supported although it was noted that they do good work.  Cllr Nina Mounteney 
reported that the Sandgate Society will require help with Christmas lighting.  It was agreed that 
the Parish Council will coordinate with them and try to obtain lights for the Golden Valley this 
year.  It was proposed that a budget of £1500 be set, proposed by Cllr J Hartmann-Jemmett, 
seconded by Cllr S Boot and agreed unanimously.  At this stage Cllr H Marshall gave his 
apologies and left the meeting.
