Parking and transport issues (ZV) Cllr. Z Varian updated on various emails which had been received.

Cllr Z Varian has asked K. Ferrin and D Barton (Kent Highways) and M Howard MP to visit the site.  Letters of support had been received from Sandgate Primary and Folkestone School for Girls.

Cllr Z Varian suggested setting up a Transport Advisory Group which would report to the Environment Committee and to the Parish Plan and Design Statement Steering Group.  Various bodies had been asked for representatives including the Sandgate Society, Radnor Cliff and Riviera residents Association, Sandgate Primary School, Folkestone School for Girls, D Kesby and Cllr S Prater. 


Yellow lines

Shepway District Council will review all the yellow lines in Sandgate under one consolidation order to include the changes in Military Road and the removal of yellow lines in the High Street.  In addition, parking bays and time restrictions in Sandgate will be amended to give coherence. Our request for less obtrusive narrow primrose colour lines in conservation areas will be considered. There are also plans for a residents’ survey and consultation for a possible parking scheme in the roads around the Saga site.

Cllr Z Varian has been in touch with T Bailey, in charge of security and parking at Saga, regarding anti-social parking.

Drains in Radnor Cliff and Castle Road - are due to be cleared.
