Cllr S Whiffin informed that DEFRA have been patrolling the coast and pulling up any sea markers that might relate to fishing nets, lobster pots, etc to examine them for legality.

Minutes of last meeting - That the minutes of the Main Parish Council meeting on 13th July 2010           8th June 2010 were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman. 

 Proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr S Prater and agreed unanimously.

Chairman's opening remarks The Chairman welcomed councillors back after the August recess, indicating that a lot of work had been carried out even though meetings were not taking place.  He was also pleased to be able to welcome the Clerk back to work after her broken wrist.  He indicated that he, along with Cllr S Boot and Cllr S Prater among others, had attended a consultation on the development of Shorncliffe Garrison and recommended that all those present follow-up during the consultation process as there would be some 900 new houses, which were certainly going to have an impact on Sandgate.  He also congratulated the Clerk on completing the annual return/audit process and said that the accounts would be made public upon the Clerk’s return from holiday in approximately three weeks time.

Chairman's correspondence  The Chairman went through correspondence and noted a number of items already appeared on the agenda.  He distributed various documents and invitations to the appropriate councillors.

PCSO community meeting - due to the fact the PCSO could not attend this was not discussed.

Grants - to consider any grant applications received in the preceding month.

Gregg Brown charity bike ride - a request for £100 towards refreshment regarding this event was agreed and proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr N Bliss and agreed unanimously.

Sandgate Football Club - a request for £1000 for kit and upkeep of pitches etc was granted and this was proposed by Cllr J Holben, seconded by Cllr N Bliss and agreed unanimously.

Public conveniences - update – Cllr G Boot informed the meeting that he had been told there may be a slight delay in progressing the public conveniences revamp but that it was definitely still going ahead, with a target of April 2011..

Interreg Funding update - Cllr J Holben informed bids were going forward and a decision was 
imminent.
Cllr M Fitch joined the meeting

Village sign  - Cllr G Boot put forward designs and costs.  It was proposed to spend approximately £6000 on 2 signs which should last for 20 years (one for the Village Green and one in the Golden Valley)  Proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr S Whiffin and agreed unanimously.

Sea Festival report - Cllr N Bliss informed this went very well even though it rained.  The fireworks, stalls, entertainment  and events in the Chichester Hall were all enjoyed.  Cllr N Bliss thanked David Cowell for his help.  Cllr J Holben informed that there was only a small amount of litter picked up after the event.

Community Land Trust update - A letter received from the Sandgate Community Trust was discussed and the meeting was adjourned to discuss with the Chairman of the Community Trust, Mr David Cowell, the options.  After reconvening the meeting it was proposed :
SPC will commit to a comfort commitment of a max £15000. pa. payable to the Sandgate Community Trust from 2012 for a maximum of  4 years for the maintenance of the Village Green, Wilberforce Green, Military Road Recreation Ground and the War Memorial by account in arrears, or as other were deemed necessary.  This is dependent on solving the rubbish collection charges made by Shepway District Council.
This was proposed by Cllr Z Varian, seconded by Cllr G Boot and agreed unanimously.

Undercliff Potential Car Park   -Cllr Z Varian will investigate suitability, value and rent etc.

Sandgate Esplanade - Pedestrian Crossing.   The meeting was adjourned to discuss the options with 
Cllr T Prater. 
After reconvening it was proposed The Council will in principle fund up to £15000 match funding with County Councillor Tim Prater towards a Zebra Crossing on Sandgate Esplanade at a suitable location.  This is subject to the results of a local consultation and a report on mitigation by the Environment Chairman and other consultation with KHS and KCC.
Proposed by Cllr S Prater, seconded by Cllr N Bliss with 8 votes for and 2 abstentions

Sandgate Christmas Lights switch on -Cllr N Bliss informed she hoped to get local shops to stay open and get a band to play on the Village Green in addition to the usual Santa Claus, presents for children, mulled wine and mince pies.   Cllr N Bliss will enquire about the date and costs and report to the next meeting.
Cllr S Whiffin apologised and left the meeting

British Legion Contribution   - It was agreed a donation of £150 for the wreaths supplied by the 
British Legion be made this year.   Proposed by Cllr G Boot, seconded by Cllr R Dixon and 
agreed unanimously.

Sandgate Children’s Craft Club - a new replacement needs to be found to run the craft club, L 
Sugden will bring a potential person to the Oct session.

Parish Plan & Design Statement update – It was reported that Marjorie Findlay-Stone would circulate a document tying various councillors in to the implementation process.  The Design Statement required expert Town Planning advice and Marjorie Findlay-Stone was in the process of engaging with a suitable individual and will report to the Parish Council on progress in due course.

Litter bins - 3 spare bins - It was agreed - one to replace the broken bin on the Parade.  One to be put in Enbrook Valley Centre and one at the junction of Military Road and Enbrook Road.  Cllr G Boot requested Cllr S Prater to let him have details of the location of these which will then be passed on to the building contractor for installation.
