Declarations of Interest

Councillors present should disclose personal interests in any item on this agenda.  A councillor with a personal interest must describe and give details of the interest. Unless the personal interest amounts to a prejudicial interest, he/she may participate fully in the meeting.

A prejudicial interest is one, which a member of the public with knowledge of the relevant facts, would reasonably regard as so significant that it is likely to prejudice a councillor’s judgement of the public interest. Anyone with a prejudicial interest must, unless an exception applies of a dispensation granted withdraw from the meeting room.

Minutes of last meeting - That the minutes of the Sandgate Council Meeting held on 10th June 2008, having been circulated, were confirmed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

The minutes of the Extra-ordinary General meeting held on 17th June 2008 were circulated, confirmed as an accurate record and signed by the Chairman.

The minutes of the Annual Town meeting held on 13th May 2008 were circulated and an amendment proposed at item 2 regarding the reversal of the change in administrative status as follows: “In excess of the required 10 electors etc.”  The draft minutes are to be signed at next year’s meeting. 
The minutes of the Annual Town Council meeting held on 13th May 2008 were circulated and were to be signed by the Chairman subject to the following changes: item 10 “KALC” not “KLC”; item 4 should be “then resumed”.

Proposed Cllr M Fitch, seconded Cllr S Prater; 8 for; Cllr J Hartmann-Jemmett abstained; Cllr S Whiffin against.

Chairman’s Opening Remarks Cllr Boot referred to the decision to revert to a parish administration and hoped that this would provide the opportunity for the council to work together for the good of Sandgate and to continue the good work that had been done.

Chairman’s Correspondence - The Chairman’s correspondence was read and addressed.
6.
Folkestone Park Charity – currently the trustees are members of SDC Cabinet who following circulation of report will resign and new trustees will be appointed in the ratio 1 Sandgate member; 4 SDC members and 2 FTC members at meeting on 26th July 2008.  Sandgate is currently paying a disproportionately large amount and  our aim is to have the precept apportioned in proportion to the land held within parish boundaries and use surplus cash to maintain Military Road Recreation ground.  Cllr R Dixon asked for current allocation of costs which was not known.  Cllr G Boot was to report progress at next meeting.
7.
Kent Libraries and Sandgate Town Council Partnership report – a public consultation will take place over the summer regarding Saturday morning and afternoon opening during the week.  The new opening hours will be confirmed at the end of September/ beginning of October.  The library needs more footfall and is only being kept open by virtue of the Parish Office function.

Standing Orders – Following the identification of the council’s obligation to furnish all councillors with a copy of the Standing Orders, the Parish Clerk will be asked to do the same.
9.
Community land acquisition update – there was nothing new to report since the process has been stalled by the lack of staff at SDC.
10.
Chichester Hall update – 5 councillors have been nominated and will be appointed as interim trustees until situation is under control when appointments will be invited from the public.  Cllr G Boot will email David Shaw, SDC to ascertain current status.
11.
Notice Boards – The current boards let in water and the one in the Golden Valley has been vandalised.  Following risk assessment procedure by Cllr J Hartmann-Jemmett, the Clerk is to identify replacement boards and a budget of up to £2,500 was agreed to buy, install and dispose of exiting boards.

Village Plan and Design Statement – An evening meeting is to be planned by Cllr J Holben with guest speakers from SDC and Action for Rural Kent.  Advisory groups will be appointed to prepare the core documents and the project will be overseen by selected council membership.

Beach: Introduction of Bye-Laws – Following consultation at Environment Committee level it had been decided to investigate the introduction of bye-laws to extend the dog-free beach zone and to prevent the pitching of tents and the lighting of bonfires on the beach.  A further concern was street traders setting up their stalls on the maintenance gangway.  Cllr Z Varian will approach SDC to see best way forward.

Environment Committee report – Following the Parking Review and the report from SDC on the removal of yellow lines in Sandgate, the suggestion of holding a public consultation on the problem areas and their possible solutions had been mooted and this proposal was put before the Council.  
Proposed Cllr R Dixon, seconded Cllr S Prater and agreed unanimously.

Finance Committee report – in the absence of Cllr N Mounteney, Cllr G Boot reported that 
the quarterly interim internal audits have shown that the record keeping is of a good standard.
