a)
A member of the public asked if anything could be done about the fishing nets along 
Sandgate seashore which might endanger Dave the Dolphin.  It was suggested by Cllr R 
Dixon that she would look into the bylaws to see if there was anything related to that 
type of fishing.
b)
A member of the public asked about the possibility of the council taking over the recreation 
ground in Military Hill. 

 Cllr J MacMillan pointed out that Shepway District Council owned the land but maybe a 
grant could be obtained to enable this to be done and perhaps the new parish council 
(working with 
Shepway District Council) could look into this.

Cllr J Greenwall pointed out enquiries had been made 2 years previously but a grant would 
have to be obtained.


Cllr R Bliss mentioned that to get a grant the land would have to be owned but added 
Shepway District Council are transferring land at a peppercorn rent to parishes so that they 
have some assets to use.

c)
A member of the public asked if Kirby Arcade could be tidied up – the owner who was at 
the meeting replied that this was is the process of being done.
d)
A member of the public asked about CCTV cameras for Sandgate – Cllr J Greenwall replied 
this had been looked into but the cost was a big factor.  Cllr J MacMillan  pointed out that 
there was a camera in the Saga grounds which covers the War Memorial  area .  

Cllr MacMillan also mentioned we were No 3 on the list to get our Police Community 
Support Officer and that the Offices were now being trained and the money already been set 
aside to employ this person.
